Why this? why now? 






	This is an unusual, creative and inspiring theme that has proved to gain student interest and engagement.
The project begins with a range of drawing and recording skills as they are an integral part of the subject. Students will be able to build on the skills they have already developed in previous settings. 

	Once students have started to build confidence and an understanding of their artistic style and interests, they are moved on to making compositional plans and creating a personal outcome for the project.
This builds on technical skills and introduces students to creative planning and professional finish. 


	This project is in the second term as it can be considered more technically challenging so it builds upon previous drawing skills. 
After students have had confidence and abilities built during the first term they then move on to working from observation and the human form.
	Students then move onto exploring different materials and techniques, including sculptural, to explore the representation of the human form further. 
This is delivered during this time to enable students to develop and refine their knowledge of proportion and scale as well as time to build on skills in paint.
	
This is an important part of the course and it is used to ensure students are exposed to a wide range of artists and designers, not just the few that are linked to their practical projects.
